Holy Week is here! Of all the weeks in the year, this
week reigns supreme. That’s because the Liturgies of this
week prepare us to celebrate the Highest Feast Day of the
Year ... Easter Sunday on April 24™ ... the day when Jesus
rose from the tomb and was victorious over death.

This is the basis of our belief in eternal life ... that Jesus,
after taking on our humanity, died but then rose from the dead
in a glorified resurrected body, never to die again.

I highly recommend you and your family to participate in
one or more of the special Liturgies taking place this week:

.. commemorating Jesus’ institution of both the Priesthood
and the Eucharist and His washing of the feet of His
disciples.

On Good Friday, we will meditate on the Passion of
Our Lord at 7:00 PM at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Church

.. as we hear the Passion proclaimed, venerate the Cross,
and receive Holy Communion.

On Holy Saturday, we will celebrate the Easter Vigil
Mass at 8:00 PM at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Church ... as
we rejoice with the news that Jesus is raised from the dead
... and welcome over 20 people into the Catholic Church.

On Easter Sunday, we will again celebrate the
Resurrection of the Lord at 8:30 AM at St. Henry Church
and at 11:00 AM at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Church.

Easter Week follows with 8 days where we continue to
celebrate the Easter event ... and this is capped by the Feast
of Divine Mercy on the Sunday after Easter. It’s on this day
that the Church promises a plenary indulgence to all
Catholics who have been to recent Confession , attend Mass
and receive Holy Communion on that day!
