Wednesday April 6th  
Know what the church teaches about Indulgence: The remission 
of temporal punishment due to sin, granted to the faithful who 
recite specified prayers, visit a specified place of pilgrimage, or 
engage in a specified act of charity; punishment is remitted 
through the power of the Church and in mutual exchange of 
spiritual goods, particularly the merits of Christ and the saints 
(United States Catholic Catechism for Adults).
