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 “From the Pastor’s Desk” 
In two weeks we’ll celebrate the Memorial Day weekend 

… a National Holiday established to remember all those men and 

women who have died while in service to our country.  
The first commemoration to our fallen soldiers was made at 

the end of the Civil War on May 30, 1868, when flowers were 

placed on the graves of Union and Confederate soldiers at 

Arlington National Cemetery.  

Then in 1971, Memorial Day was shifted to the last Monday 

in May to ensure a 3-day weekend for most workers. 

Sadly, over the years, the observance of Memorial Day has 

diminished to the point where many Americans have forgotten 

the meaning of the Memorial Day holiday.  

The graves of many of our fallen soldiers are ignored and 

neglected and many don’t even fly the flag on that day.  

Fortunately, some organizations like our very own Knights 

of Columbus continue the tradition of celebrating Memorial Day 

each year as it was intended. 

 For the past 6 years our Knights have organized a 

Memorial Day Service at our local cemetery so that people 

from our community can come together to pray and reflect on the 

supreme sacrifice that fellow American men and women made to 

preserve our country’s safety and freedom.  

And realizing that many people will be traveling away from 

home on Memorial Day Weekend, the Memorial Service will be 

offered one week early.  

So next Sunday, May 22nd at 2:00 in the afternoon, 

everyone is invited to gather at Oakwood Cemetery in 

Gardendale for a half-hour Memorial Service of prayers, songs 

and speeches inside their air-conditioned chapel. 

We’ll then step outside for the placing of the Wreath, the 

firing of a 21-gun salute and the playing of Taps.  

This Service will set the tone for the following 3-day 

weekend and fill us with gratitude and appreciation for the price 

that others paid to preserve our freedom and way of life.   
 It’s a moving ceremony and a great way to keep alive the 

memory that our freedom came at a price … others sacrificed 

dearly so that we could live and be free.  

This is the very wisdom of gathering together each week in 

Church … so we remember the great price that Jesus paid to 

free us from sin & death; He also died so that we could live. 

Please keep these memories alive.
